The basic English course each day will have three periods of
drills in which pattern practice,grammar, vocabulary, pronuncia-
tion,intonation and word stress will be emphasized. The fourth
period on two days will be in the language laboratory and on
three days it will be a conversation class discussing teaching
methods.

The first day there will be an opening assembly followed by a
placement test for the purpose of placing participants in groups
of similar ability for the basic English course.

On the seventh day there will be lectures in the morning
followed by a closing assembly.
