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The more the world shrinks in size through
technical advance, the more necessary
it is to reach across national barriers. The abil-
ity to understand and communicate by
means of English becomes more important
every day.
Our intention here at the Language Institute of
Japan is to make this communication possible
in the quickest and most efficient way.
We are committed to the idea that English is
learned through use rather than by analysis
and the study of grammatical rules, that real
mastery of a language requires
familiarity with the culture which has
produced it, and that English, to be
fully appreciated as an international
language, requires a world outlook.
These are the things we aim to
give at the L.1.O0.J.
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
