Foreign languages are generally
considered difficult to learn. This
is especially true with English here
in Japan.

Part of this difficulty lies in the
fact that English is an active, liv-
ing language and very few people
in Japan have an opportunity to
encounter it in this way. Most
pecple can only study the dry,
lifeless skeleton of vocabulary, and grammar through transiation.

At L10J we teach English as a living language by living and |earn-
ing in English all the time.

English comes alive in the total English program of the school both
in the classroom and in the many other daily activities involving the
teachers and students.

The “difficult " aspects of English such as modern usage, idioms, and
cultural values are tearned in a natural, living situation, It is this
approach to studying English that leads to communigation rather than
translation.
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
